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still is a great tragedy. It is, but crag-
edy is part of what we accept when we
come into this world, as well as joy.”

A leisurely tour though the Ilan-Lael
site led by Hubbell, a slender man of
79 with a sprightly step and boyish
eves, quickly reveals the scope of his
work including sculprures, watercolors,
intricate mosaics and structures that
include studios and living quarters.

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He shows no sign of slowing. Work
was under way on a scrolled iron gate,
part of an outdoor public art element
for the new Fallbrook Library. In
another studio, a stained-glass masrer
was assembling pieces of a doorway.

Last summer, he recuraed from Jeju,
South Korea, where he opened the lat-
est — and most ambicious — peace
park in a project series built along
the Pacific Rim. For the quick-paced
projects, Hubbell brings in an interna-
tional team, primarily of st udents, who
help guide the designs and who build
the parks in a matter of weeks. Six
have been completed, including one on
Shelter Island. There are 42 friendship
parks left to build, Hubbell says, “but
I won't be doing them all”

And whar about the world and all ics
upheavals? Doesn't that get him down?

“Things have to fall apart to come
back together,” he says, drawing on his
experience with the fice. "And places
can change things, just like people
can. What I want to do is make music.
I want the wotld 1o sing.” ez
